MRA Items 
· The MRA is incorporated in Washington state, a law changed about how non profits operate has been implemented. As it is currently written the MRA board comprises the voting teams from around the country. The issue stems from the fact that board members are not named and proxy voting does not comply with current Washington State Law. In order to be compliant a bylaw or policy change is required. Allsion will be presenting on this further at the Spring MRA meeting in flagstaff. 

· The Washington Region used to have their own bank account but it was at one point dissolved and the money given to the MRA. The MRA then held an account for the Washington Region with their money but the region needed to go through the national mra inorder to access funds.  The Washington Region is requesting to have that money back in their own possession. Per MRA policies that request can not currently be carried out, but the team still has access to the money they just need to go through the MRA.
· Historical reference 1963, we had our open bank account taken away in 1964.


· Mountain rescue is a trademark which includes both the MRA logo and the title Mountain Rescue, with trade marks they must be enforced or they will be lost. Teams that have “Mountain Rescue” in their name or on their shirt that aren't MRA members are violating this trade mark and further action will be directed by the National MRA Board.
